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INFORMATION AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLICATION

What is the Science, Technology, Engineering & Mathematics (STEM) Scholarship Program?  

The goal of the “Science Scholarship Program” of HCC is to increase the number of talented underrepresented students pursuing careers in science, technology, engineering, and math. The program awards 30 scholarships per year to students who demonstrate financial need. Students may enroll in one of the five colleges within HCC. Being a STEM Scholar is both an honor and responsibility. Financial support is up to $7,710 for in-district students and $10,950 for out-of-district students for up to two years (fall, spring & summer semesters). Continued scholarship funding is contingent on maintaining student eligibility and continued grant funding.
Why be a STEM Scholar?

· As a STEM Scholar, you will be among a cohort of students recognized for excellence in academic coursework and as well as possessing the ambition to pursue a bachelor’s degree or a challenging career.

· You will receive a scholarship that will pay for your education up to two years.

· You have the opportunity to participate in a series of STEM workshops designed to reinforce the education you receive in the classroom.

· You may have internship opportunities with local companies related to your chosen major and enhanced transfer opportunities to other STEM universities & colleges.
· You will have a personal faculty advisor to guide you through your educational career.

What is expected of STEM Scholars?

· You must intend to graduate from the HCC in two years with an Associate of Science or Associate in Applied Science in STEM.  Students with declared majors outside of these fields will be disqualified.

· You must remain a full-time student by completing 12 or more semester hours each Fall and Spring semester. You have the option to complete 6 hours in the Summer semester.
· You must maintain a minimum overall GPA of 3.0.
· You must plan to transfer to a four-year college or university after you complete your two-year degree program at Houston Community College.

· You must attend at least one mandatory workshop each Fall and Spring semester and the NSF Scholars dinner.

· You must log in to the NSF Blackboard website at least once a week.
If you are interested in becoming a STEM Scholar, please:

⁯ Complete the attached application form. You must be a US Citizen, Permanent Resident or Alien admitted as a refugee under Section 207.

⁯ Send two letters of recommendation attesting to your academic credentials or career goals. Both must be from science, technology, engineering, or math (STEM) instructors OR one from a STEM instructor and one from an employment supervisor in a STEM area. Provide each instructor with one of the recommendation instruction sheets in this packet. Recommendation letters must be submitted with application packet.

⁯ For current HCC students, attach your degree plan completed by your HCC counselor.

⁯ Please attach a current copy of your transcript (official or unofficial).

⁯ To show Financial Need, please also provide a Financial Aid Award Letter (can be printed from your online student center)
