HCC enrollment continues moving upward

Community colleges across Texas are seeing a
post-pandemic recovery in enrollment.

The Texas Tribune reported that a total of
676,141 students were enrolled in community
colleges this fall, a 4.25% increase in
enrollment since 2021 when the COVID-19
pandemic hit.

HCC saw its own enrollment jump by 3% this
past fall semester, while the spring semester
saw an increase of 13%. Students are attracted
by the high quality of the programs and
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HCC received a 2023 Star Award from

the Texas Higher Education Coordinating
Board for its exceptional contributions of its
Vocational Advancement and Skill Training
(VAST) Academy.

The VAST Academy provides post-secondary
transition programs and support services that
lead to meaningful credentials, employment
and independence for individuals with
intellectual and developmental disabilities.

“The VAST Academy was a great experience
for me,” said Patrick Hill, a recent student
who earned an associate degree in culinary
arts. “It gave me the confidence to excel in
my field and to further my education.”
